Menus

Students may purchase a meal, or buy a la carte items individually.  

All meals are analyzed for nutritional content, and are developed with the guidelines in mind as set forth by the United States Department of Agriculture.  This nutritional information will be displayed on the menus in the near future.  ARAMARK is committed to support the Wellness Policy.
POS System

We have a Point of Sale System that students use to make purchases in the cafeteria.  It is a computerized debit system that allows you to pay in advance for purchases.  This eliminates the need for you to provide your children with money on a daily basis.  Money gets predeposited into their account, and when the child comes through the lunch line, they simply enter their pin number, their picture and account comes up on the register screen, and then the items are rung up.  Money will then be automatically deducted each time a child makes purchases.  Please see enclosed POS material for additional information.
